Provision of Audited Accounts for 2009 within the first four months of 2010.

Where a Company receives funding from a number of sources for example, the Commission, Government Departments, Government  Agencies, or non-governmental sources for the Project/ Service,  the funding from the Commission must be shown separately with a note to the accounts.  This note can appear in the main body of the Income and Expenditure Account or in a note to the accounts.  (Funding by Government Departments should be shown separately in a similar fashion.)

The provision of funding by the Commission does not imply that the Commission has any liability for the provision of any additional funding where an organisation expands.
23.
The Commission should be notified of any changes in the details which may arise after the grant application has been submitted or of any difficulties which arise that threaten the successful execution of the project/service funded by the Commission.

 24.     It should be noted that failure to comply with these conditions and in particular the non provision of Audited Accounts can result in a recall of any funding given.  Funding may also be recalled where Audit Accounts show any irregularities.
